	Development activities can concern indigenous peoples in various, non-intentional ways. In that case, the  „do no harm“ principle must be applied.
	Development activities can specifically be focused on needs of indigenous peoples. They rely on general development strategies, which are:

· Empowerment (political participation) & promotion of local initiatives

· Promotion of rule of law / law enforcement

· Poverty reduction

· Promotion of cultural rights and identity

· Sustainable Development


2. Indirect Action: „Do No Harm“

· A demand originating from the field of conflict management / peace building

· Prevent projects and programmes violating human right standards

· Apply general rules deriving from human rights

· International Law Standards must be respected (e.g. ILO Convention 169)

· Necessity of prior assessment of effects and impact on indigenous peoples
( Countermeasures in case of negative effects

· Indigenous peoples must be included in all project phases (planning, implementation, monitoring / evaluation) that affect / concern their communities
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The overarching aim of international cooperation

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5. Actions with two orientations

In the context of Indigenous Peoples , the superordinate goal of any activity must always be the (promotion of the) right of self-determination. This imposes a very strong emphasis on participation and process ownership.

Furthermore, international cooperation can work with indigenous organisations in two different ways:

6. Socio-economic Dimension: Developing IP Communities

Poverty reduction

· Increasing living conditions of marginalised groups of society

· „Classical“ programmes (livelihood improvement, food security, income generation, health, education, infrastructure,...)

· Reconciliation of interests of indigenous peoples & disadvantaged groups of the dominant part of population (where conflicting)

Promotion of cultural rights and identity

· Balancing act between benefiting from modern achievments and protecting / sustaining traditional, identity-building knowledge

· Specific cultural programmes; access to channels for recording and spreading cultural possessions

· Particular attention on traditional systems of organisation, education & health as core sectors of development efforts

· Decentralisation / shift of competence of decision to local / indigenous level

Sustainable Development

· Sustainable management of natural resources, being the basis of livelihood of indigenous peoples; granting access

· Development and testing of sustainable economic systems

· Recognition of indigenous knowledge / experience and traditional management systems

7. Political Dimension: Empowering Local NGOs

Empowerment (political participation) & promotion of local initiatives

· Promote the right of self-determination

· Participatory Development & Ownership ( Educational Programmes (Training and Qualification)

· Enabling participation in multilateral initiatives (conferences, NGO networks, regional coordination, ...)

Good Governance (Promotion of rule of law / law enforcement)

· Promotion of leadership competency of governmental administration & institutions; law enforcement

· Strenghening of civil society in general and indigenous organisations in specific

· Promotion of the political dialog & increase of flow of information

Ancestral Domain Defence

· Ancestral Domains (ownership on territory PLUS all resources PLUS physical / non-physical space; recognition of unique, continuing relationship between land & people as a way of life (founded on generations of shared, communal experience and intimate intercourse with the area)
